SCHOOL HOURS
School starts at 8:52 a.m. Tuesday through Friday and ends at 3:35 p.m.  Please note there is no supervision until 8:20 a.m. on those days.   Students must leave campus by 3:50 p.m. unless involved in a supervised activity.

VIDEO SURVEILLANCE 

Scenic Middle School is now under video surveillance.  Video cameras will be placed in areas that present safety and/or security risks to students, staff, or property.  No cameras will be placed in restrooms, dressing rooms or in individual classrooms.  The only exception to this exclusion may be classrooms containing expensive or high profile equipment
MAIN OFFICE

The Main Office is used for various business transactions, such as, registration of students, payment of fees, purchasing items and meeting with administrators, counselor or  dean.

VISITORS

Visitors may visit in the building only with the permission of the administration.  A badge will be issued and is to be worn during the visit.  Students are not allowed to bring other student visitors to school.

AND CONSENT

School District #6 shall make a reasonable and diligent effort to keep parents informed and offer means of communication between school officials and parents.  It is the parent’s responsibility to keep the school informed of changes in personal information.

ATTENDANCE

Regular and punctual school attendance is required to help all students develop habits of responsibility.  School failure and frustration are associated with irregular attendance.  When students get behind in their work, it is difficult to catch up.  Therefore, we stress the importance of good attendance.  Roll is taken each class period.

IF STUDENTS ARE ABSENT
 FROM SCHOOL

When students are absent from school the parent/guardian is expected to call and report the absence or send a note when they return.  Please call the Student Office at:
494-6407

The excuse must state the full name, the date of absence, the reason and be signed by a parent or guardian.  According to ORS 399.010 - 339.090 the only excused reasons are: 1.) illness, 2.) illness of a family member that necessitates the student staying home, 3.) family emergency, 4.) religious reason, and 5.) pre-arranged trip.  Your note is given to the reading workshop teacher who will then send it to the Student Office.

Any work the student missed during their absence must be made up to receive credit.  Homework requests will only be honored if a student is gone three or more consecutive days.  Otherwise, students need to make-up upon return.
LATE TO SCHOOL

If a student arrives after school starts they are to report to the student office.  The student should have a written note or a phone call from their parent/guardian explaining the reason for the tardiness.  If you arrive to school after reading workshop without a note or phone call it will be considered skipping and a referral will be written. 
TARDY TO CLASS

On the first tardy offense there will be a conference with the teacher.  A second offense will result in parents being notified.  The student will be referred to the Dean on the 3rd.  This is per trimester.

IF STUDENTS ARE ABSENT
AND IN AN ACTIVITY

Students must be in attendance at least half a day at school if they wish to practice, play or participate in any activity, performance or athletic game.
LEAVING SCHOOL
DURING THE DAY

All students must have an off-campus pass issued by the Student Office to leave school during the day for any reason.  This permission will be given  if they have a written note or phone call from the parent/guardian or personal contact has been made with the school.  

THE NEED TO LEAVE A CLASS

It is the students’ responsibility to have a campus key or hall pass whenever they are not in their assigned room or area.  A student should never leave a class without one.  If a student is found wandering around without a campus key or hall pass, disciplinary action may be taken.

PRE-ARRANGED TRIPS

If a student plans to be absent from school, he must bring a note or have parents notify the school BEFORE leaving.  If it is to be 3 or more days, the student will be given a trip slip for homework to be taken around to all of their teachers BEFORE they leave.  

CHANGE OF ADDRESS

All changes of address, telephone or emergency numbers must be reported to the Student Office as soon as possible.  Please call 494-6407 with the change or send a note.  

MOVING

Parents must contact the Student Office prior to the date that the student will be checking out of Scenic.  Check-out sheets are obtained from the Student Office.  Students will be given one to take to all teachers, the library for clearance and the cafeteria.  When completed, the check-out sheet is to be returned to the Student Office.    The required school deposit fee will be returned by mail through the Main Office.  
LUNCH PASSES

Students may go home for lunch if they live within five blocks of the school and have obtained a lunch pass.  These passes are issued by the Student Office upon the return of an agreement signed by the student and the parents.  Any violation of the agreement will result in the loss of the lunch pass.  Students are considered truant if they do not report back to school without parent permission
SCENIC PROGRAM

At Scenic, students will select their classes within a framework of these requirements.  Each student will have seven (7) class periods and a lunch period.

7th and 8th grade students are required to take ONE FULL YEAR of:  LANGUAGE ARTS, SCIENCE, SOCIAL STUDIES, MATH & PHYSICAL EDUCATION.  In addition, each 8th grade student will be required to take one (1) trimester of HEALTH and one (1) trimester of COMPUTERS.  Each 7th grade student will be required to take one (1) trimester of TECHNOLOGY.
Not all exploratory elective subjects may be offered each trimester due to student enrollment, staff allocation, or budget constraints.  Exploratory choices may vary by trimester and from year to year.
6th grade students will be required to take ONE FULL YEAR of: LANGUAGE ARTS, SOCIAL STUDIES, SCIENCE, MATH and READING.  In addition, all 6th grade students will take a “wheel” exploratory class that will include six (6) weeks of:  COMPUTERS, GENERAL ART, HOME ECONOMICS, GENERAL MUSIC, and PHYSICAL EDUCATION.  (Students may choose band in lieu of reading workshop).
LEARNING EXPECTATIONS
Every teacher will expect you to follow these class policies:

1.  Be at your learning station when the bell 
rings

2.  Bring required materials


3.  Follow directions


4.  Wait to be dismissed by the teacher


5.  Respect people and property
SCENIC EXTENDED SCHOOL DAY
Scenic’s enhanced school day begins with Early Bird help sessions located in the Library from 8:20—8:52 a.m.  Teachers are available to give students individual help with classroom assignments.  
HOME TUTORING

Written recommendation of a doctor and administrative approval is necessary for a student to qualify for home tutoring.  If a student’s absence will be two or more weeks, arrangements may be made through the Learning Specialist to have the student taught at home.

HOMEWORK PHILOSOPHY

Homework is an important part of life at Scenic Middle School.  Teachers will assign homework regularly in academic classes (language arts, math, social studies, science, health).  Teachers will issue a homework policy at the beginning of the school year.  Individual teachers have homework policies which are directly related to their subject area.  Homework is graded, recorded, and reflects a significant part of the student’s grade.  The completion of homework demands organization, attention to directions, and a desire to succeed in school.  Parents should help by providing a quiet place for students to study, but the responsibility for completing homework rests with the student.  It is helpful for students and parents to review either their assignment calendar or student planner nightly.  Daily homework should be completed and some progress should be made on long term assignments.   Success in the fine and practical arts requires self-discipline and self-direction.  Homework is an extension of the classroom and important training for life.
GRADE REPORTING

PROGRESS REPORTS

School wide progress reports are sent out around the six week mark of each trimester.  Student grades are  accessible by parents on line.  

REPORT CARDS

We are on a trimester system with three trimesters in one school year.  All Report cards are mailed home.

POWERSCHOOL

Powerschool is a web based program that allows you to check your students grades and attendance, grades and attendance history, email notification, teacher comments, the school bulletin and pay for lunches.   You can connect via email with your students teachers.  You will be supplied with a user name and password for your student.  The address is:

STUDENT RECOGNITION

Students are recognized for their achievements in many ways at Scenic.  Recognition for accomplishment is one of the most important of human needs.  We would like every student to excel in some way and be honored in one or more of the ways listed below.  If students set high goals for themselves, at some point they will undoubtedly experience the pride of being recognized in one of these ways.

HONOR ROLL - Students who achieve a GPA of 3.5 or higher during any given trimester will have their names placed on the Honor Roll.

HONORS NIGHT - Students achieving a GPA of 3.5 or higher for two trimesters will be recognized at Honors Night.

HONOR SOCIETY - The Scenic National Honor Society is an affiliate of the national organization and operates within its guidelines.  Seventh and eighth graders who have attended Scenic at least one half year and have a 3.50 accumulated GPA are considered for membership.  

CITIZENSHIP - Students demonstrating outstanding citizenship throughout the year are selected by the teachers  for this award.

PERFECT ATTENDANCE - Students must be enrolled the entire year.  They must be here everyday with less than three unexcused tardies.

OTHER - Students may also be acknowledged for awards such as Solid as a Rock, Brain Bowl, Spelling Contest, Pentagames, Math Counts, Natural Helpers, Rotary Student of the Year and  Principals Award.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION POLICIES

PARTICIPATION AND GRADING:

Students are required to dress down into P.E. uniform and participate in each class.  Students with a parental or medical request for limited or restricted activity due to injury or illness will be provided with a modified program.  Parental notes are good for up to three days; extended excuses need to be issued from medical personnel.  Students are expected to dress down and participate in the physical activity or modified activity unless notified otherwise.

P.E. MAKE-UP:

School related absences are excused, and no make up is needed (although you must be responsible and notify your teacher).

Any non-school related absences must be made up by obtaining a make up sheet and completing an at home activity. Students are expected to make up absences from class.  Make up sheets are available from the P.E. staff.

GRADING:

Students are graded daily by demonstrating the following:

1.  Being On time and having the proper PE attire (clothes and shoes).

2.  Demonstrate correct form and technique (try to have good form).

3.  Highly active in activities (giving your best effort).

4.  Follow directions and show good sportsmanship.

5.  Be Safe Be Respectful Be Responsible in regards to the locker room, equipment and others

6.  Absences will result in points not being earned, unless a make up sheet is completed.  Make up sheets are due within one week after the student returns to school.

PROPER P.E. UNIFORM

Scenic’s P.E. uniform consists of Green shorts with no pockets and a gray T-Shirt with no pockets.  Uniforms are available for purchase in the main office.  Student’s shirt is to be labeled with the student’s first initial and last name.  Students must wear athletic shoes.  Students are allowed to wear sweatpants and/or a sweatshirt over their P.E. uniform only when the daily activity requires the student to leave the gym.  Both P.E. shirt and shorts are to be visible during roll call; daily points may be deducted if instructor must ask to see P.E. uniform.  Uniforms are not to be altered unless cleared by the PE Staff.  Students are expected to wear the Scenic Uniform unless a special circumstance is cleared with the PE Staff.  Names must be written in the designated area of their uniform only.  Nicknames are NOT allowed.  Socks and athletic shoes must be worn.  Shoes must be tightly laced and tied.

P.E. LOANER INFORMATION:

Loaner P.E. uniforms are available in case students forgets their P.E. uniform.  Loaners may be checked out from the P.E. staff; however there are consequences for students using loaners during each three-week grading period.  

1st time = a verbal warning is given and results in a loss of points. 

2nd time = student must call home and results in a loss of points. 

3rd time = a referral to the dean of students is issued and results in a loss of points.

RESPONSIBILITIES AND EXPECTATIONS:

BE SAFE – BE RESPECTFUL – BE RESPONSIBLE

Athletes will participate in class activities on game days. This is a District 6 policy.

Students are responsible for their own personal belongings including their P.E. uniform.  Students are assigned a lock and are not to share the combination with anyone. Students are responsible for the cost of a lock if damaged or broken. Personal locks are not allowed. If a student loses their lock, the P.E. staff can issue a new one. If the original lock is found the student will not be charged for a lost lock.

No gum chewing or eating of any kind is allowed during P.E. classes for safety reasons.

CAFETERIA

The Cafeteria is open at 8:20 am. for breakfast snacks. Weekly or monthly lunches may be purchased.  Meals can be purchased on line through grades on our Scenic website.  Please observe the following rules:
1.  Students are to buy their own food and eat only their own food.

2.  Help keep the cafeteria clean.

3.  Do not give or take cuts in line.

4.  Talk in normal tones to keep the noise 
down.

5.  Sack lunches will be eaten in the cafeteria.

6. When you finish eating clean up your mess and  leave the cafeteria so it can be readied for the next group.
Failure to abide by the rules will result in assignment of clean up and/or a referral.

TEXTBOOKS

 As books are used for several years, they must be properly cared for.  They will be loaned to the student for use and the student will accept responsibility for them until they are returned by the student.  If there is excessive damage or wear to the book assigned to the student, they will be charged for it.  The required deposit of $15.00 will be applied to the cost for lost or damaged books.  The average price of textbooks range from $48.00 to $60.00.

LIBRARY FINES AND CHARGES

A per day fine will be charged for any library materials returned after the due date.  Lost library materials will be charged at replacement cost and can be deducted from your deposit refund.
WITHHOLDING OF STUDENT

RECORDS

On July 1, 2004 changes in ORS 339.260 went into effect requiring school districts to withhold the grade reports, diploma and records of any student or former student who owes a debt of $50.00 or more. 

The district must provide for written or oral notice to the student and the parent, stating the reason the student owes the money, the amount owed, the intent to withhold grade reports, diploma and records until the debt is paid, and if the district will use a collection agency or other method of collecting the debt.  Where a school district finds that a student is responsible for damaging school district property, the district shall determine the reasonable cost of repair or replacement; if $50.00 or more, the district shall notify the student and parent of the charge.  If not paid within 10 days from the notice, the school district shall withhold the grade reports, diploma and records of the student.

VISITING TEACHER POLICY

Scenic students will:

1.  Be polite and courteous to the visiting teacher.

2.  Treat the visiting teacher with the same respect as a classroom teacher.
3.  Follow all classroom and school rules while being instructed by the visiting teacher.  
Failure to abide by the above policy will result in immediate disciplinary action.
LOCKERS

All students will be given individual lockers or assigned with another student.  Once assigned to a locker, they are to remain in that locker.  No other student should know the locker combination or use that locker.  Students may lose the privilege of a locker if they are found abusing their lockers.  A fee of $1.00 will be assessed to any student needing to change locker combinations.  

It is the student’s responsibility to keep their locker clean, orderly and locked at all times.  The lockers are not burglar proof and consequently any valuables that must be brought to school should be left in the Student Office or with a teacher.    

Problems with lockers should be reported to the Student Office.  Students are responsible for books missing from lockers unless forcible entry is evident.  The school is not responsible for lost or stolen personal property.  

All lockers are on loan and are subject to inspection at any time by the school administration.  
There should be NO expectations of privacy where lockers are concerned.
Backpacks are to remain in lockers during school hours.
P.E. LOCKERS

Students will be issued a P.E. lock and wire basket during their first P.E. period.  No other student should know the combination or use that locker.  Any valuables that must be brought to P.E. should be left with a teacher.  Should a student lose their lock, they will be charged for it and issued a new lock.  If the student’s original lock is found, money will be refunded.  Problems with any locks should be reported to the P.E. Teacher.  All clothing should be marked with the student’s name.
OVERRIDING SCHOOL RULES ARE:
Be safe, Be respectful and Be responsible.

PERSONAL ITEMS

We strongly recommend that personal items (radios, CD players, cell phones, pagers, computer games, card collections, expensive jewelry, etc.) be left at home.  The school will not accept responsibility for any theft or damage to items of this type.
Students may be allowed to use and possess personal communication devices on district property and at school-sponsored activities provided such devices are not used in any manner that may disrupt the learning environment, school-sponsored activities or violate Board policies, administrative regulations, school or classroom rules, state and federal law.  Cell phones and other electronic devices must be turned off and out of site during class time.  Students found in violation of this rule may have their phone or electronic device confiscated by the instructor and referred to the dean.  Because of photo technology cell phone usage is banned in locker rooms and restrooms.

Students that cause a disruption by taking pictures with a cell phone or camera may be referred to the office.

LOST AND FOUND

Every year numerous articles of clothing are unclaimed and must be removed from the Student Office.  It is highly recommended that clothing be marked or labeled for easy identification.  This especially applies to baseball caps and expensive coats.  Found items should be immediately turned into the student office.
DRESS AND GROOMING

Dress and grooming are the student’s responsibility and that of their parents.  It should not interfere with or disrupt the learning situation at school.  The following guidelines will be followed:
1.  Shorts should have a definite leg in them.  Shorts and skirts should be longer than the hand while arm is against side, mid-thigh.

2.  No see through mesh shirts unless a shirt is worn underneath.

3.  No tube tops and no halter tops.  All tops           must have at least one inch straps - NO bare midriffs.  NO pajama bottoms.
4.  No clothing should bear any symbols or 
insignias which are obscene, profane or offensive to others or that may be disruptive to the normal learning process.

5.  No clothing that bears advertisement of alcohol, tobacco or drugs.

6.  Headwear (hats & hoods) may be worn before school, at lunch and after school, otherwise, all  
headwear should be stored in your locker.  Hats interfere with teacher student instruction and can impede academic learning.

7.  No pants with rips or tears that are determined to be inappropriate or offensive.
8.  Footwear is required.  Slippers are not allowed.

9. Clothing designed to call undue attention or make the wearer conspicuous is inappropriate 
at school.  (For example: trenchcoats, wallet 
chains, excessive belt lengths, sagging pants or any attire symbolic of gang identification).  Students wearing gang related clothes may be suspended pending a parent meeting.  All clothing must be clean.  Non-natural hair color 
that is distracting to the learning environment is not allowed.

BOY/GIRL CONDUCT

Public display of affection, other than handholding is a violation of school rules.  Students are to conduct themselves in a proper manner.

BUSES

Buses are furnished for the convenience of students living considerable distances from school.  In the interest of safety, the State Board of Education has certain rules to be observed by all who ride the buses.  Students go through a training at the beginning of the school year on safety issues and bus procedures.
1.  Students must be on time for the bus both morning and evening.

2.  Students are under the authority of the bus driver and must promptly obey his/her directions.

3.  Students must remain seated while the bus is in  motion.

4.  Students must not engage in fighting, wrestling or boisterous activities on the bus.

5. Students must not bring animals, firearms, weapons or other potential hazardous materials, or suggestive materials on the bus.

6.  Students shall not extend their hands, arms or head through a bus window.

7.  Students must not use loud or vulgar language.
8.  Students must help keep the bus clean and not litter.

9.  Students must not damage the bus.

10.  Students must be courteous to the driver, fellow pupils and passers-by.

11.  Students are not to use the emergency door except in the case of an emergency.

12.  Students must have written permission to leave the bus at a stop other than their regular stop at home or school.  As a Scenic student they are to get off the bus in the morning and on the bus in the afternoon at Scenic only and not at Crater.  Loss of the student’s bus privileges will result if they fail to follow this rule.

13.  Students must always cross in front of the bus or as instructed by the driver when it is necessary to cross the road.

Drivers may have additional rules that students are expected to follow.  Remember, inappropriate conduct on the bus will result in disciplinary action.  Bus citations will be issued by the drivers and the loss of the right to ride the bus may occur on the second infraction.
BICYCLES/SKATEBOARDS/ROLLERBLADES
Students are not to ride bicycles, skateboards or rollerblades on campus.  A fenced area has been provided for bicycles.  Bicycles should always be locked.  If a student arrives late to school and the bicycle enclosure is locked, be sure to lock the bicycle to the fence.  The school will not accept any responsibility for theft or damage to bicycles, skateboards or rollerblades.  Skate shoes are considered rollerblades and should not be used on campus.

SCHOOL BOUNDARIES

A student is considered truant if they are off the school grounds without permission.  Students are to be in areas designated for use.  Off limit areas are past the yellow lines at lunch, behind the school, the creek area, the parking lot, the baseball diamond, field area north of the track (except during a class or intramural activity), the area within 100 feet of the metal shed and in the morning, the field area past the curb.  Students are not allowed to leave campus after their arrival on school grounds unless they have a pass issued by the student office.  Violations of this closed campus rule will result in disciplinary action.

CODE OF CONDUCT

All students are expected to be good citizens by cooperating with other students and teachers, by respecting rights and property and by following school rules.  The older students are expected to provide leadership for the incoming 6th and 7th grade and new students by setting a good example and lending a helping hand whenever possible.

CLASSROOM/STUDENT CONDUCT

1.
The teacher is responsible for classroom management and establishing the rules of conduct in the classroom.  Students are expected to accept and respect the authority of the teacher in the classroom, on the school premises and at all school activities.

2.
Students are expected to be in class on time, to have the necessary materials needed for class and to be prepared for class work.

3.
Students are expected to walk at all times and to refrain from pushing, scuffling and making unnecessary sounds and noises.
4.
Students are expected to use their lockers properly and are not to enter other lockers, write on them or in any way damage the lockers.

5.
Students are not allowed to bring backpacks into the classroom.
Backpacks and purses are not allowed in class.

They are to be stored in your locker.

SCHOOL CONDUCT

1.
Students are expected to keep the school grounds free from litter by using the trash cans provided.

2.
Students are expected to use the benches provided and are not to sit on the chain link around the landscaped areas of the campus.

3.
Students are expected to use the proper walkways and to stay out of the landscaped areas and refrain from picking and/or damaging the flowers, plants and trees.

4.
Students are expected to stay in proper areas and are not to be in the parking lot area, behind the buildings or in the creek area.

5.
Students are expected to use the field and designated areas for playing ball, frisbee or games of that type and are not to use the amphitheater or hall areas.

6.
Students are expected to keep the school grounds and buildings nice looking by refraining from kicking, writing on or throwing things against the buildings.

7.
Students are expected to conduct themselves properly and are not to be involved in the mischievous use of water, food, rough housing, etc.

8.
Students are not to bring items to school for sale.  (Candy, gum, pop, etc.).

9.
Students are not to bring glass bottles to school.  Teachers are instructed to confiscate any glass bottles.
10.
Students are expected to have read the school rules and procedures and follow them.

11.
Students shall not have in their possession any item that could be considered a dangerous/deadly weapon or could cause bodily harm.  (Firearms, knives, fireworks, laser lights, lighters, etc.).

12.
Students are not to bring squirt guns, water balloons or any other water squirting devices to school.

13.
Students are to refrain from spitting.
All food and drink is to be consumed inside the

cafeteria.  Water bottles allowed only outside the cafeteria.

CHEATING/FORGERY POLICY

Cheating:  Dishonesty while completing school work, plagiarism, and/or falsifying or altering records.  First offense student receives a zero credit on the assignment and  is referred to the Dean.
Forgery:
  Students signing off for parent/guardian on notes, progress reports, referrals, etc. will result in a referral to the Dean.

DANGEROUS WEAPONS IN SCHOOLS

Weapons and replicas of weapons are forbidden on school property.  Weapons shall include, but are not limited to: firearms, knives, metal knuckles, straight razors, explosives, noxious, irritating or poisonous gases, poisons, drugs or other items fashioned with the intent to use, sell, harm, threaten or harass students, staff members, parents and patrons.  

“Dangerous weapon” means any weapon, device, instrument, material or substance which under the circumstances in which it is used, attempted to be used or threatened to be used is readily capable of causing death or serious physical injury.

Any loaded or unloaded firearm or dangerous weapon possessed on or about a person while on district property is subject to seizure or forfeiture.

Incidents of a student possessing weapons will be reported to the student’s parents and may be reported to the police.  Appropriate disciplinary and/or legal action will be taken against students who possess weapons and  students who assist possession in any way.

If, after notice and hearing (unless waived) the student is found to have brought a firearm onto school property, he or she will be expelled for a period of one year unless the superintendent, upon review of the case, modifies the same.  

Violations of any other provision of this policy or law will result in disciplinary action including, but not limited to, suspension or expulsion.

DISCIPLINARY ACTION

All violations of school rules referred to the administration will be dealt with in accordance to school policy.  Students will be held accountable by increased disciplinary action for repeated violations (see Disciplinary Record Sheet).  Unlawful actions at school may be cited by police.  An accumulation of 20 or more days of lunch detention in one trimester will result in suspension for any referrals thereafter.  An accumulation of more than 10 days of lunch detention in a row will result in suspension as well.

DISCIPLINE/DUE PROCESS

If a student violates school rules or policies that student will be subject to disciplinary action.  Due process rights will be observed in all instances, including the right to appeal the discipline decisions of staff and administrators.

The Oregon State Law states “Public school pupils shall comply with the lawful regulations for the government of such school, pursue the prescribed course of studies, use the prescribed textbooks and submit to the teacher’s authority.  Willful disobedience, open defiance of a teacher’s authority or the use of profane or obscene language are sufficient cause for suspension or expulsion from school.”
Students will be subject to discipline including detention, suspension, expulsion and/or referral to law enforcement officials for the following, including but not limited to:

1.
Any threat of physical harm to staff or students.

2.
Any conduct that substantially disrupts a school function or is likely to do so.
3.
Damage to school or private property, or stealing or attempting to steal school or private property either on the school ground or during a school activity, function or school event held off the school grounds.
4.
All forms of fighting are prohibited.
5.
Knowingly possessing dangerous/deadly weapons and/or using, transmitting or being under the influence of any narcotic drug, hallucinogenic drug, amphetamine, barbiturate, marijuana, alcoholic beverage or intoxicant of any kind.
6.
The possession or use of tobacco at any time in a school building or on school grounds, adjacent school areas or at any school function.

7.
Willful disobedience, insubordination, being disrespectful, open defiance of authority, or the repeated use of profane or obscene language or gestures.
8.
Truancy or unexcused absences.
9.
No show for detention or not returning your signed referral will result in another referral being issued
9.
Leaving the school grounds after arriving at school without the permission of school authorities is considered skipping.  Scenic has a closed campus, which means that once you arrive at school, you are to remain on the school grounds until school is dismissed, unless permission to leave has been obtained.
10.
Not attending a scheduled class without a written pass is considered skipping.

11.
Defacing of school property by writing or scratching words, symbols or designs on the walls, restroom stalls, lockers, etc.
12.
Gambling: the flipping, matching, lagging, etc. of coins, rocks or other items for the purpose of monetary gain.

13.
Extortion, blackmail or unlawful coercion: obtaining money or property by violence or threat of violence or forcing someone to do something against his/her will by force or threat of force, or by threatening to accuse another of a crime.

14.
False fire alarms: causing the fire alarm to be set off without the permission of authority or need.

15.
Arson: the intentional setting of fire.  Parents and or students will be held financially responsible for damage.

16.
Interference with the educational process.  Conduct, behavior, and attire which materially and substantially interferes with the educational process, including the use of obscene, suggestive, profane language or gestures advocating disruptive or illegal activity.

17.
Harassment: Oregon law defines harassment as a person who intentionally harasses or annoys another person by “subjecting such other person to offensive physical abusive words or gestures”.  Students who are in violation of harassment will be dealt with in accordance to school policy.
18.
Sexual harassment:  Sexual harassment includes any unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favors, sexually motivated physical contact or communication of a sexual nature.  Students being sexually harassed should notify the principal or student services personnel.  School administrators will take affirmative steps to stop sexual harassment by students when brought to their attention, including warning, suspending or expelling the offending student.

19.
Alcohol, Tobacco & Drugs: State law dictates that there should be no tobacco products or the use of on school grounds at any time.  Use and/or possession of alcohol and/or drugs during school or during any school-sponsored activity will result in immediate disciplinary action and notification of the authorities.  Further offenses will result in more severe disciplinary action.  Offenses such as vandalism, theft, truancy, fighting, etc., will result in immediate discipline.  Suspension or expulsion is in accordance with the Oregon State Administrative Rules, 581-21-050 through 581-21-075.

20.
After School: Students not involved in an after school activity or under the supervision of an adult must leave the school grounds at the end of the day.

21.
Out-of-School Misconduct: Off campus and outside-of-school-time conduct that violates the District’s Student Code of Conduct may also be the basis for discipline if it has the potential to disrupt or impact the safe and efficient operation of the school or interfere with the rights of others.

The students primary purpose for being at Scenic is to get an education.  Anyone who attempts to prevent a student from this will be disciplined.  Likewise, any student who disturbs others who are trying to learn will be disciplined. Teachers are in a position of authority throughout the school and on the school grounds or at school activities.  Teachers have the right and the responsibility to take appropriate action in matters of student discipline no matter where the need for such action arises.
